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All praise is due to Allah 
among the great seasons 
of worship are the first 
ten days of Dhu’l-Hajjah 
has favoured over other 
days. 

Ibn Abbaas, may Allah 
be pleased with him, re-
ported that the prophet 
(sallallaahu alaihi was 
sallam) said: There are 
no days during which 
good deeds are more be-
loved to Allah than these 
days; meaning the first 
ten days of Dhul-Hajjah. 
They inquired: Not even 
Jihad in the cause of 
Allah? He said: Not even 
Jihad in the cause of 
Allah, unless one goes 
out for Jihad sacrificing 
both his life and property 
and returning with nei-
ther. (Al-Bukhaari) 

In another version, Ibn 
Umar (radiallahu anhu-
maa) reported that the 
prophet (saw), said: There 
are no days during which 
good deeds are greater or 
more beloved to Allah 
than thses ten days. So 
recite more often the 
Tahleel (Laa Ilaaha Illal-
lah), Takbeer (Allahu Ak-
bar), Tahmeed 
(Alhamdulillah). (Imam 
Ahmad) Jaabir reported 
that the Prophet (saw) 
said: The best day is the 
Day of Arafah. There are 
no days during which 
good deeds are greater or 
more beloved to Allah 
than these ten days. So 
recite more often the 
Tahleel (Laa Ilaaha Illal-
lah), Takbeer (Allahu Ak-
bar), Tahmeed 
(Alhamdulillah ). 

 Kinds of Observances 
In These Days 
With regard to the types 
of worship to be per-
formed during these ten 
days: one must under-
stand that these days are 
a great blessing from Al-
lah to His slave, which is 
appreciated properly by 
the actively righteous. It 
is the duty of a Muslim to 
appreciate this blessing 
and make the most of the 
opportunity, by devoting 
these ten days to paying 
more attention to strive 
hard in worship. Among 
His blessings to His 
slaves, Allah has given us 
many ways in which to 
do well and worship Him, 
so that the Muslim may 
be constantly active and 
consistent in his worship 
of his Lord. 
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Welcome all to a return of our quarterly “Crescent”; a means of information sharing 
that our school community should be proud of. One marvels at the students’ par-
ticipation in discussions pertinent to our current affairs as members of the small 
but vibrant village called the Ottawa Islamic School.

Please ensure you children read for at 
least 20 minutes every night. Consis-
tent reading will expose your child to 
various authors styles and will im-
prove your child’s, fluency, vocabu-
lary, comprehension and writing. Our 
main goal is that your child will enjoy 
reading and choose to read for pleas-
ure. 

 Students should always have a 
book on the go. There is not 
enough time at school for daily 
personal reading, so it is encour-
aged at home. If they say no 
homework that night, a half hour 
of reading is strongly recom-
mended .  

 Rather than ask them what the  

 book is about, try to ask how they 
feel about what happened, what they 

think about it, 
and if it is 
was what they 
expected or 
not.   

 Visualiz-
ing is an im-
portant strat-
egy when 
reading. Ask 
them to tell 
you what they 
see when they 
imagine the 

setting or main character. 

 Ask them if they can make con-
nections between what they have 
just read to their own lives or the 
real world in general. 

 Encourage questions. Sometimes 
students think that if they have a 
lot of questions about what they 
are reading, it means they just 
don’t get it. In fact, the more 
questions they have, the better. It 
means they’re thinking about 
what they’re reading and are just 
trying to get more meaning out of 
it—a great thing. 

 Before reading, ask them to make 
predictions is a very good strat-
egy. It makes them focus on the 
subject and prepares the brain.
